6.   Socially Excluded  services review
This is now complete, under the revised Financial target savings of 6.5%
This revised target was agreed at an extra County Core Group meeting in December. All providers had been informed of the revised financial situation both through ROCC and also by Letter from Supporting people.

The next DCG meeting would consider the decision summaries in detail and the January CCG would be asked to approve the outcomes.

Revised service specifications would be drawn up to reflect the move to more outcomes focused monitoring.

Provider should expect to receive new  Pre Contract questionnaires in February.

TS stressed the need to return these as quickly as possible as there was not a lot of time to ensure prompt payment of the new contracts for April 1st 2010.
