2011/12 Transport policy statement for students in further education aged 16-19, continuing students and young people aged 19-24 with learning disabilities

1. Commitment

Hampshire County Council and its post 16 providers are committed to ensuring transport is available to enable students to access education and training as set out in this policy statement. Financial support is available to contribute towards the cost of transport for students in financial difficulty. This support is provided either by the County Council or post 16 providers. This policy statement applies for 2011/12 only and sets out the support available. It should be noted that Hampshire County Council has consulted on a different policy for 2012/13 (see section 10 below).
2. General transport available

There are a number of providers of bus services in Hampshire. There are no general cheaper fares available for students over the age of 16. Most colleges in Hampshire have their own transport arrangements or purchase season tickets at reduced rates but the situation does vary between colleges. Students should check with their college about the transport arrangements and ticketing prices. The same situation applies for rail users.

3. Provision made

Where students qualify for support from the County Council (see section 4) a ticket will be provided for use on either the public service network or for use on a vehicle provided by the college attended. This provision will be made until the student completes the course and, if necessary, will continue after the age of 19 provided the student commenced the course before his/her 19 birthday. If a student withdraws from a course he/she will be expected to return any ticket which has been provided and may be required to make a refund.

4. Qualification for support from Hampshire County Council for students attending colleges and schools with sixth forms (including academies)

The County Council will provide support to students where the following criteria are met (separate qualifications exist for students with learner difficulties or disabilities):

· The student must reside in Hampshire at the time of enrolment and, where eligible, the award will be made on an annual basis 
· The student must be under 19 year of age on 1 September prior to the start of the course

· The student’s family must be in receipt of income Support or income based Job seekers Allowance or Pension credit. In the event of the student living alone assistance will be given where the student is in receipt of income support in their own right
· The journey from home to the post 16 provider must be more than four miles, measured by the direct practical route

· The college attended must be the nearest college offering an appropriate full time course or the nearest school with a sixth form

· A course or programme of study is deemed to be an appropriate course where it meets the students employment or higher education objectives

· The nearest school with a sixth form must be within a maximum distance of 10 miles
In the case of a student attending church schools the same qualifications apply but the school will need to have been attended by the student prior to transferring to sixth form and the student baptised into the faith or otherwise received into the faith of the school.
5. Post 16 training providers and apprenticeships

The same qualifications as set out in paragraph 4 apply for students attending post 16 training providers. Students in apprenticeships with employed status do not qualify for any assistance with travel costs.

6. Qualification for support from colleges and schools with sixth forms including academies

In addition to the support available from Hampshire County Council, post 16 providers may also provide financial support towards transport costs. This is determined by the provider. 

7. Assistance with transport for students up to the age of 24 with learning difficulties or disabilities 

Such students will qualify for transport assistance subject to the following conditions:
· The student being subject to a statement of special educational needs at the end of year 11 which outlines the educational provision to be made at age 16+ or the student is subject to a learning difficulties assessment (section 139A) to age 20.

· The journey being over three miles unless 

· the student is unable to walk that distance (and evidence is provided to support that difficulty)

· the student needing to be accompanied by an adult

· there is a primary aged child who the parent needs to accompany to school

Students will be provided with assistance to the nearest provider considered to be the most suitable placement for the student and where the course or programme has been designed to meet the needs of the student. If the course or programme is not specifically designed travel assistance will be given to the nearest provider offering an appropriate course. A course is deemed appropriate where it enables the student to meet his or her career objectives.
Some students with complex and/or severe needs are placed in a residential out county special school or college because there is no appropriate provision available locally. Such students will receive free transport at the start and end of each term and at other school/college closures. Any additional transport will be the responsibility of parents.
Assistance with transport for students with learning difficulties or disabilities will be reviewed at the age of 19. It will then continue to be provided either up until the age of 24 or until the student completes the course whichever is the earliest.
The County Council provides some mobility/independence training for students with learning difficulties or disabilities. Children in special schools will be subject to transition plans in year 9 and independence training can form part of that plan. The County Council also employs mobility officers who work directly with pupils/students to help improve their independence and mobility. Some colleges also provide mobility/independence training.
8. Students attending providers outside Hampshire
The County Council may provide assistance with transport to support students attending providers outside of the county but students need to qualify for support against the criteria outlined in paragraph 4. The provider attended may also be able to provide some support.

9. Students attending providers in Hampshire but living outside the county
Such students should apply to their home Local Authority for assistance. However, providers themselves may provide assistance exceptionally and are not bound by county boundaries.

10. Policies for 2012/13 and beyond
This policy statement is only relevant for the 2011/12 academic year. A new policy statement will be drawn up for 2012/13. Students should be aware that Hampshire County Council is proposing to change its policy for 2012/13 and this is subject to a consultation exercise which ended on 8 April 2011. The changes proposed are:

· To introduce a charge of £500 per annum towards the cost of transport for students with either a statement of special educational needs or is subject to a learning difficulties assessment – Families receipt of income Support or income based Job seekers Allowance or Pension credit would be exempt from the charge.
· To require families who currently qualify for support to meet 60% of the cost of travel.

11. Applying for assistance with transport
Students wishing to apply for help with transport can do so by accessing the Hampshire County Council website where further details are available. The link is

Students may also wish to apply to colleges direct for help. Below are details of the colleges and their contact details together with an outline of the assistance they provide.

12. Appeals
Where a student is refused assistance by Hampshire County Council an appeal can be made. Students wishing to make an appeal should write to the Client Officer, Children’s Services Department, Hampshire County Council, The Castle, Winchester, Hampshire, SO23 8UG setting out why they believe the policy has not been correctly applied. Careful consideration will be given to each appeal and a written response sent giving the decision and the grounds as to why that decision has been made. 


	ALTON COLLEGE

· Alton College heavily subsidises student bus passes which also offer free unlimited transport on all Stagecoach (South) and Surrey services in the evenings, weekends and the holiday.  The cost of the subsidised bus pass for 2009-10 will be £480 per annum. 

· Bus routes to the College include:  Hartley Wintney, Fleet, Farnham (starts in Guildford), Haslemere, Liphook, Rake, Midhurst, Petersfield, Clanfield, Langrish, Alresford (starts in Winchester), Bramdean, Basingstoke.

ANDOVER COLLEGE, ANDOVER 

· The College offers a heavily subsidised Wilts & Dorset bus service providing transport from the following areas:

·  Durrington, Figheldean, Salisbury, Boscombe Down, Amesbury, Winchester and Newbury.

· Rail passes will be available to students from the following areas Salisbury, Grateley, Whitchurch, Overton and Basingstoke.
· The cost of both the Campus bus and the Rail pass is £610 per academic year and can be paid in ten monthly instalments.

· Students are able to apply for a Stagecoach Goldrider or  Megarider bus pass through the College.

· The cost of the Goldrider bus pass is £545 and the Megarider is £325, these passes are also subsidised and are valid for the duration of the academic year only and payable in ten monthly instalments.

BARTON PEVERIL COLLEGE, EASTLEIGH

To qualify you must be a full-time student and:

· be under 19 years of age on 1 September prior to the start of the course


· live in your parents’ home or with your legal guardian

· live more than four miles from the College measured by the most direct route

TRAVEL COSTS  2010/2011

FARNBOROUGH COLLEGE OF TECHNOLOGY

For full-time further education students under the age of 19 on 1 September

· For Students living on the Isle of Wight a further subsidy of up to £50 per term is available providing that your attendance is above 90%

If you leave college while in receipt of a travel grant you will be required to pay back pro rata the cost of the bus pass: or surrender the pass on leaving College, to enable the College to apply for a refund for the unused portion.  In the latter case a £10 administration charge is payable.
Petrol Allowance

· If there is no public transport available to you, Portsmouth College may assist towards the cost of petrol – 15 p per mile for cars and 8p per mile for motorbikes. This is paid half-termly in arrears and a cheque will be sent to your home address. To claim, you need to collect a Travel Grant form from the Student Finance Officer, Student Services. We will need to verify the number of days you have attended College. A maximum of £40 per term will be paid based on full day attendance at College.
Part Time Students

· Part Time students on course of 60 hours plus may be eligible for a proportion of the support available to full time students. 
Higher Education Visits 
(Students Eligible for Learner Support Fund Award Only)

· Assistance is also available for travel expenses to University Open days and interviews. The amount available is up to a maximum of 50% of the cost for up to three visits/interviews. The award is subject to satisfactory attendance level (90%+).

Bike Scheme 

· The College offers a Bike Scheme in the Autumn and Spring Terms (terms 1 & 2).  The College will contribute of up to £100 towards the purchase of a bike and relevant safety equipment. Proof of purchase must be provided in required time-scale. Any student taking advantage of this scheme would not be able to access any of the above financial help.

· The College is able to purchase bus passes at a discounted rate for those students not eligible to join the college travel scheme.

· Because of the sparsity of specialist provision of the curriculum areas provided by Sparsholt College, the College offers a heavily subsidised bus service providing transport from the following areas:

· Aldershot, Amesbury, Bursledon, Wickham, Fair Oak, Fordingbridge, Salisbury, Gosport, Lymington, Newbury, Portswood, Chandlers Ford, Ringwood, Romsey, Tadley, Waterlooville and Havant collecting students between point of departure and the College.
