2. Minutes of previous meeting December 2010 and matters arising. 

The minutes of the previous meeting were agreed.
3. Matters Arising  
No matters arising.
4. Older persons Strategic review
CA gave an outline of Basingstoke and Deane  District Insert in relation to the direction of travel for all OP services. An update on the current situation – still 17.5% savings target, number of options to be presented to the CCG, however still modelling potential impacts and waiting for a number of providers to confirm whether they can deliver services within the new maximum hourly rates/caps where they are currently above them. 

Home from hospital service will cease in September 2011, will look to reprovision that part of the service within all our floating support services. Within all floating support services we want to implement a 12 week crisis support service that is not subject to charging but will hopefully encourage a number of older people who are not in receipt of means tested benefits but would benefit from a floating support service to engage with services.
Gardening service is proving a very successful one, supporting 617 clients and a high number of owner occupiers. May now have to contribute to the savings target, potentially £5k from each contract, total of £15k.
DCG members unwilling at this point to agree to district decisions on the basis that still waiting to hear back from providers on whether they can continue o deliver services for the new maximum hourly rate, and would also like to see some impact assessments undertaken.

Not particularly happy to support a reinvestment pot if it means drastically cutting OP services well above 17.5%. 

5.      Paper – Options Report on future of District Core Groups
 More reason for these meetings to continue in the current climate. Any terms of reference agreed for DCG’s or their equivalent will need to cover the process on how significant decisions are agreed at a local level ie strategic reviews. Agreed to Option 1, continue with DCG’s, ROCC continue to represent providers, CA to send out invites via calendar outlook.
