Decide whether the following statements are Acceptable Behaviour, Unacceptable or Not Sure 

Individuals have the right to express any opinion in public, even an opinion which is very unpopular.

Children have the right to choose their own friends, even against the wishes of their parents. 

All religious groups have the right to practice their beliefs, even when those beliefs are very unpopular.

Native peoples have the right to their own government and laws despite financial cost to all taxpayers.

Abused children have the right to be removed from their abusive family, regardless of the wishes of their parents.

Children have the right not to live in poverty, even if this means financial costs to all taxpayers including those without children.

Physically challenged people have the right to equal opportunities in society, despite the extra costs in making everywhere accessible to them.

Persons in economic social need have the right to social assistance despite how they spend their money.

People with mental disabilities have the right to special training and employment opportunities, despite high levels of unemployment for others.

Ethnic minority communities have the right to bilingual services despite financial costs to tax payers.

Children in custody disputes have the right to have a say in the decision, even when their parents don’t think they should.

People charged with a crime, even a really horrible crime have a right to be proved innocent.

All children have a right to an education that is right for them, despite extra costs for those who are physically and mentally challenged.

All persons have the right to health care even those who don’t take care of themselves properly.

Children have the right to be protected from work which might interfere with their education, even if their family needs the money they could earn.

All children have the right to play, even if their parents they should always be studying or doing chores.

All people have a right to a clean and healthy environment, even if this means that some jobs might be lost.

Children have the right to access information of all kinds, even if it upsets their parents.

Children have the right to have a say in all decisions that affect them, even if adults think they are too inexperienced.
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
