Suggested activities:


Introduction


You ask the whole class to imagine an invisible magic box. Inside it is anything that they can imagine. Children work in groups and exchange ideas as to what they would want in the box. Can they agree on a single item?


Main teaching activity


On the website are some of the responses from children in African schools. Ask each group to imagine that they lived in a given country (which could be a link school or one that has been studied previously), would their choice change? Would their group agree a different item to be inside the box?  


Can they think of different situations where people would imagine different things inside the box?
