This sheet can be used by teachers to generate ideas and thinking for a possible unit:

Working with colleagues, choose a type of music that will be the focus for pupils’ learning (‘understanding the conventions of . . . .’)

Then:

· Discuss and note all the known aspects of context for that music

· Discuss and note all the known conventions, processes and procedures for that music

· Discuss and note a limited number (2 or 3) of elements that could form key or new learning for pupils 

· Discuss and note a limited number (2 or 3) of skills that could form key or new learning for pupils 

Now:

· Decide on the stage of progression that is most appropriate for the pupils at their current point of learning

· Decide and highlight which aspects of context are most relevant to that stage of understanding. You will need to extract a few from the complete list – keep these as the focus of the learning about context

· Decide and highlight which conventions are most relevant to that stage of understanding. Again, you will need to extract a few from the complete list – keep these as the focus of the learning about conventions

· Confirm and highlight the specific aspects from one or two elements of music that will lead to new learning for pupils

· Confirm and highlight the specific aspects from one or two skills that will lead to new learning for pupils

Finally:

· Transfer the thinking from this planning sheet to the planning template on the DVD (or to a school planning template)

· Ensure that the outcomes are defined, and that the sequence of learning (with associated activities) is agreed
