Suggested activities:


Introduction


Introduce the activity by explaining and asking what the children know already about Aesop’s Fables. Tell them that they are going to design and make a storybook to show how Aesop’s Fables can link to Articles within the UNCRC. 


Ask children to discuss with a partner (or group): Why do you think we are doing this? Agree who their intended audience should be.


Main teaching activity


Use of the TASC Wheel will very much depend on your pupils’ experience of it. If your children are familiar with it, they will be able to work through each stage, with the teacher as facilitator. If the children are not familiar with it, the class teacher would have to guide the class through each section as a whole group.


Gather/organise


The children need access to as many of the Fables as possible – they should explore, in groups of three, and start to link them to Articles within the UNCRC. Books or Internet research would be very effective. Giving children the choice would allow them to compare results from different sources (if they chose different methods!).


Identify the task


Create a modern storybook to retell one of Aesop’s Fables. Link/adapt to help explain one of the Articles from the UNCRC.


Generate ideas


Pupils would try to see which proverbs and stories could be related to Articles within the UNCRC. List as many stories as possible on an A3 record sheet.


Decide


Each group decides which story they would like to retell – which one is their best idea – they have to agree with each other (but they will each make their own).


Plenary


Create a display that allows you to link proverbs to Articles from the UNCRC. Ask the children to attach their chosen proverb to the appropriate Article.
