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	MA Education: Pedagogical aspects of teaching to support children learning English as an Additional Language (EAL) 
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	This module will support educational professionals from all phases to develop expertise in working with children and young people for whom English is an additional language (EAL).  This will involve understanding the language and learning needs of ‘new to English’, ‘beginner’ and ‘advanced bilingual’ learners and how current research informs best practice and provision within the mainstream classroom.  A range of approaches, strategies and resources will be explored and critically evaluated.

How can practitioners support the development of EAL learners’ 

             use of academic language across the curriculum?

Why is it important for all practitioners to take responsibility for 

             teaching the language of their subjects?

•
What are the most effective approaches, strategies and resources 

             for developing EAL learners’ English?
