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As many of you will know, Hampshire County Council decided last year to put all of its children’s centres out to tender. The result of this process means that all children’s centres in Hampshire, from the end of April this year, will be run by a new provider. We will not know who that new provider is until early in March 2012. 





At the moment we do not know exactly what this will mean for The Waterside. We do know that we will become part of a New Forest East Cluster which will include the other existing children’s centres in our part of the New Forest. Whoever takes on the responsibility for running the new cluster will have many decisions to make about how services are provided, and there will be a very brief and no doubt hectic handover period of less than two months when we will have to shut down all our existing systems and prepare for the new ones to be put in place. 





As the Head Teacher with responsibility for oversight of the management of The Waterside Children’s Centre since its opening, I have huge respect for all that Lindsay (Centre Leader) and her wonderful team have achieved in such a short time. To have reached Outstanding status (Ofsted 2011)  is a huge accolade and well deserved. The team have created a fantastic legacy which any new provider will be aware of and I hope will build upon. 





Our main priority during the handover period will be to maintain business as usual as far as we possibly can. I am sure that whoever becomes the new provider will want to make contact with you all as soon as possible (once it is made public who the provider is) so that you will have all the information you need about any changes that may need to take place. In the meantime, please be aware that we are going through a process of change which is not always easy. If you have a concern about this process please contact me (see below) and I will try to answer any questions you may have – if I have the answers myself!
