If you receive a means-tested benefit, the basic service is available  
at a reduced rate. It is also available to those who do not receive  
a benefit, at the standard rate. 

The service is available whether you rent or own your home  
and covers the following local council areas:  
• Basingstoke and Deane • East Hampshire • Fareham  
• Gosport • Hart • Havant • New Forest • Rushmoor   
• Winchester.
