Suggested activities:


What are hands for? What can they do?


Ask pupils to suggest things that hands are capable of doing (eg: patting, pointing) and write them in large lettering. Can they identify things that are good for hands to do, and things that are usually bad?


Now read Hands are not for hitting to the group (or have them read a page in turn). Check back – how many of their ideas are in the book and how many more have they thought of?


Suggested responses


Pupils could draw big-handed people to illustrate positive and negative actions with hands.


Try a similar process employing the theme, Words are not for hurting (eg: what things can we say to be kind or thoughtful? How can we make people’s names sound positive and special)?


No-one on Earth


Now show the picture from For every child. Ask pupils to suggest (or act) their own scenarios as to what is happening.


Suggested response


Pupils devise slogans and/or symbols to say “no” to violence and cruelty.


Investigate the words protect and protection. What do we protect ourselves and others from? How do we protect ourselves/babies/animals and so on?
