New Enhancement Model 
– Update January 2011
Healthy Schools in Hampshire is going from strength to strength – we currently have 466 schools with Healthy Schools Status (that is 87% of schools achieving status) and 350 schools are engaged with the New Enhancement Model. 

Schools have selected to work across a number of priorities including emotional health and well-being, obesity, under-18 conceptions and road injuries. This will further improve health and well-being outcomes for children and young people.  

We would like to take this opportunity to reassure you that Healthy Schools is still an active project as the coalition Government is committed to improving the health of children and young people. However, as a result of the coalition Government’s priorities and spending plans, the Healthy Schools Programme will be subject to further changes over the next few months. 

However, as a result of the coalition Governments priorities and spending plans, the Healthy Schools Programme will be subject to further changes over the next few months. Unfortunately, the main development is that central government funding for the programme will end in March 2011. However, Healthy Schools in Hampshire will still continue although the support package we offer to schools will be different to reflect such changes. 

From April 2011, the Healthy Schools Programme will move towards being school led. This will involve simplifying the online tools (annual review and health and well-being improvement tool [HWIT]); a new Healthy Schools toolkit will be available. The toolkit will contain resources for schools to use to influence health improvement in children and young people and will help schools identify, plan and implement health behaviour change. 

The Healthy Schools toolkit will be hosted on the Department for Education (DfE) website and will be a downloadable folder containing information, frameworks and templates. Therefore, school data currently held on the National Healthy Schools website will be available to the end of March 2011, after which point the website will cease to exist.  

We will endeavour to keep you as up to date as possible and will support you through this transition process and will be developing our local website to provide further guidance and support to schools after March 2011. 

What you can do during the transition process:

· save the data that you have entered onto the online audit/annual review and HWIT tools by downloading them as a PDF document and saving it on your school computer
