Investigating alternative futures
Can we agree on the following:

· during our lives, people do things which change our lives in different ways
· we do things that change other people’s lives

· the way we all behave and the things we do, can change things in the future.

Identifying welcome and unwelcome futures
The alternative futures diagram on the next page offers a model for considering more welcome/positive and unwelcome/negative outcomes. The timeline is there to record significant events up until now. Then it forks towards a welcome future option and an unwelcome option. 
Consider one aspect of your life in the first box and add your views of how each option might look and what would be done (or not done) to get there.
In school, for example:
· what if part of the playing field becomes a gardening area?

· what if we have a balanced, healthy diet? Or what if we keep eating fatty and sugary foods?

· what do we think it will be like in the future if we work towards being a rights respecting school? What if we do not?

· what if I carry on behaving in a way which causes problems in class? What if I change?

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e   Further hope and journeys


Here is a quotation by Hodding Carter, a journalist who fought for civil rights in America in the 1960s: 


“There are only two lasting bequests we can hope to give our children. One of these is roots, the other, wings.”


What are your thoughts on this? Express this in some form of creative medium – it could be translated directly into some art, writing (poems or stories) or drama work (short scripts could be written and performed by pairs or small groups). 


Consider the following questions:


do parents have a duty to bequest (ie: leave) anything to their children? If so, do older generations as a whole have a duty to bequest anything to succeeding generations?�(As a class, list some examples and sort them into an order of priority.)


children cannot literally be left roots. What sorts of things might the speaker have meant by this idea?


similarly, children cannot literally be left wings. Again, what sorts of things might the speaker have meant?


if you were planning to have children and make bequests to them, what might those be? �(Try not to express these in terms of money. The question is really about what sort of world and opportunities you would want them to have.)


If you had to leave your home/country roots because of this and travel to a warmer, foreign land, what sort of wings might you need? And how much help would you hope for from the people in the foreign lands?





d  Hope and journeys


Consider the famous quotation from Robert Louis Stevenson:


“To travel hopefully is a better thing than to arrive …”


As a class, briefly discuss the meaning of this quote.


Do you agree with his statement? Walk to one side of the room or the other, depending on whether you agree with this (in general) or not. Then one person from each side, in turn, could try to justify their position or argue against the other side.


Do you think the saying could be used as an excuse to keep asylum seekers out of the UK?


Here is the rest of Robert Louis Stevenson’s quotation: 


“To travel hopefully is a better thing than to arrive, and the true success is to labour.”


Do you think that many immigrants in the past and in the present have laboured/worked hard for the benefit of the community? If so, do you agree it would be reasonable for those people to hope to receive equal benefits, such as health care, pensions, etc? Discuss as a class.


Do you have hopes of a long and safe retirement for yourself? If so, would you accept that the price of this might be to increase the number of immigrants, rather than reduce it? (But is it fair to draw nurses to UK from Africa, say, when they are so badly needed in their own countries?) Discuss as a class.





c  Raising the questions


Let us deepen our thinking and look at the central idea of hope.


Does every hope start with a feeling? If not, how else can it start? If so, is the feeling the same as when you want something?


Is every want a hope? And is every hope a want? If not, what are the differences between them. 


Consider the following poem by Emily Dickinson �(1830 – 1886):


Hope


Hope is the thing with feathers �that perches in the soul, �and sings the tune without the words�and never stops at all.


And sweetest in the gale is heard;�and sore must be the storm �that could abash the little bird �that kept so many warm.


I’ve heard it in the chilliest land�and on the strangest sea;�yet, never, in extremity�it asked a crumb of me.





Does this seem a good way of talking about hope(s)? 


Individually, or in pairs, think of other metaphors/things to compare hope with. You could work these into short poems of your own, and/or make it the basis for some art work.
