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A Right to a roof
Day to start at 9.00 in the hall with an assembly on the history of homes and homelessness. Ask children about differences between house and home. Small play about children on the streets and then hot seat them afterwards. Listen to Streets of London.
9.30
All year groups to get out Little Book of Rights and discuss them. The focus is your choice eg. Find your most important article, find the most important 2 articles, find the most important 3 articles for school and the most important 3 articles for home. Get them to justify their answers.

10.00
Say the word home and get children to draw on whiteboards their image that comes into their heads. Share and discuss quick images drawn. In groups children to list what they need in their houses and what they would like in their houses. Differences between house and home. Revise differences between wants and needs first. Read articles associated with a right to a roof.
11.00 All children to draw their ideal homes. (Display in hall afterwards.)
1.00
Years 3 and 4 
3 Little Pigs
· Read the story of the 3 Little Pigs. In pairs write 6 questions that you would like to ask the wolf. 
· Teacher in Role as the wolf, each pair to ask their best question. 

· What responsibilities has the wolf not upheld?

· What rights are being denied to the wolf?

· Select child to be in role as the wolf.

· Children now to pair up and improvise short scene. One child to be building their house and one child to be the wolf and will come along and destroy the house.

· Split class into half. Half to be gang of wolves that are destroying houses and half to be animals of the forest. Teacher in role as forestry commission trying to arbitrate between the wolves and the other animals. Animals will need to be ultra persuasive to persuade the wolves to stop denying the other animals their right to shelter.

· All children to write to the wolf to persuade him to stop destroying houses

· Edit poems in pairs

· Present and illustrate for class book or display.

Years 5 and 6
Homelessness

· View the Power Point on teachers pool, RRR, Right to shelter.

· Visit Shelter’s website on whiteboard.

· After selected pictures, describe what you see and how you feel. Use ambitious vocabulary.

· Teacher in role as homeless person

· In pairs children formulate questions carefully to ask the homeless person. Encourage respect, sympathy and understanding.

· Read poetry on teachers pool, RRR, Right to shelter

· How do the poems make you feel? Record feelings in pairs as ambitious vocabulary.
· Imagine you are homeless, what would you see, smell, feel, taste, touch. Record as brainstorm

· Teacher models how to use brainstorm as basis for writing poetry.

· Children to write poems in pairs

· Share poem with another pair.

· Edit and present poems for display or class poetry book.
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Illustrate poems if time.
