Tailor HPSN2 to your needs
The new HPSN2 service will be based on a set of 
core requirements that meet the needs of all the 
partners, but that enables them to contract directly 
with the supplier.  

This differs from the current HPSN service, which is 
managed by Hampshire County Council on behalf of 
the partners.

Each partner will be able to select the bundle of 
services they need from a catalogue to meet their 
needs, large or small.
