Building on pupils’ experiences of RRR – induction day

Induction day activities

· Find out how many have been involved in RRR in primary school – prior knowledge of this would allow for some paired work – pupils who have and pupils who have not

or

circle time opportunity to express what they think of when they hear of rights.

· Have articles on card – talk about the articles in general and then in pairs. Pupils take one article and then report back to the group:

· what they think it means 

· how it affects them.

Between July visit and September

· In transition workbook, list the rights they had in primary school, and also the extra rights they think they may have as they are coming to secondary school.

· Link RRR and home/school agreement, which should be worded to reflect RRR – pupils sign up to this.

· What responsibilities did they have in primary school?

· What rights and responsibilities do they have outside of school?

First session in September
(This could be done in induction session with tutors or with PSHE teacher.)

· Recap on induction day activities. Issue copy of articles which should go in planner or Progress file.

· In small groups, brainstorm what will be their rights and responsibilities now they are in secondary school:

· in and around the campus

· in the tutor group

· in the PSHE lesson (which may be the same as above).

Take feedback.

· Brainstorm how RRR may support them in other subjects. Form pupils into groups of three, give out cards – science/drama/PE/English/maths/history/geography/ music/IT, etc. Ask pupils to:

· consider what might be their rights in the subject

· consider what will be their responsibilities

· consider what failing to meet their responsibilities in that subject may result in

· report back in groups and/or prepare a statement or a list of rights and responsibilities for each of the subject areas.
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
