Exploring responsibilities in a rights context


The starting point for RRR is the rights of the child. Research tells us that responsible attitudes evolve as children investigate their universal rights and the implications of these for other people.


The following activities encourage further thinking about shared rights.


Explain that you are going to hand out some picture cards.


The words on the cards follow the words, “ … and everyone has the responsibility … ”.


It is up to them to devise what the beginning of the sentence could be, starting with, “Children have the right to … ”.


If necessary, model an example, such as: “ … and everyone has the responsibility to allow children time to play in peace”. (The sentence began with, “Children have the right to relax and play … ”, Article 31, United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC).


Distribute sets of I’ve got responsibilities cards (A to H) to the groups. Ask them to say and/or write what they think the beginning of each sentence could say.


Now hand out the I’ve got rights cards (1 to 8) for them to compare their suggestions with these examples.


Ask groups to work out how they might use the blanks (eg: H and 8) to devise a new sentence and illustration using the same word structure. Alternatively, a group can devise one card for another group to complete.


Discuss whether children feel that having rights carries responsibilities. If so, is this always the case?
