Suggested activities:


How can you sort these jobs? Speaking and listening activity. In groups, children to sort the jobs using their own chosen criteria – discuss. What if you had to sort the jobs according to the jobs that we want and the jobs that we need? Choose the most important jobs. Discuss. What if we were only allowed to choose the 10 most important? Can you order the jobs from 1 to 10? Does everyone agree? What happens if we do not agree? How can we express different opinions? 


Prepare the children for the balloon debate/making a new world on a different planet scenario. Each child to choose a job which they think is important and then justify their choice using Articles from the UNCRC. 


What attributes are needed for each job? With the children in pairs or threes, using the Convention, ask them to list the attributes needed for a specific job. What skills do you think they would need? What responsibilities would they have? 


Ask the class to write a list of people who they would like to invite into the school to find out about their jobs. Try to include a wide range of job types. Encourage the children to consider how the week will be organised. What do we need to do? Organise the children into action teams and discuss their role in organising the week – writing the letters to invite the speakers, sorting out a timetable of who can come when, organising a welcome party to greet the visitors, organising who will give the visitor a drink, etc. Encourage the children to work co-operatively, building upon their different strengths. 


Prepare a list of questions for the visitors – what are we hoping to find out? Write a report following each visit highlighting the key points and job characteristics.


Consider stereotyping within jobs. What would we consider boys’ jobs? Which jobs are girls’ jobs? Set the class into a debate. Provide the children with a controversial discussion point, eg: boys would be no good working in an office because they all have untidy handwriting. Encourage the children to listen to each other’s points of view. Where does stereotyping come from? Why are some people discriminated against?


What job do you do at the moment? Are you responsible for something at school or outside of school? Share Article 32. What does the Article mean? Does it mean that your parents are wrong when they ask you to tidy your bedroom? Define the meaning of the Article. How does it relate to children around the world? What can we find out? Link to the Send my friend to school challenge (see the website at � HYPERLINK "http://www.sendmyfriend.org/kids/index.php" ��www.sendmyfriend.org/kids/index.php�). What can we do to help to make a difference? Reinforce Article 12 – you have the right to express your opinion.


What are the different responsibilities within our school? Discuss and try to agree who is responsible for what. What responsibilities do we have? Can we take on extra responsibilities to help to make our school a better place?
