	2. Previous Meeting (March 2011) & Matters Arising:
Minutes of the previous meeting were circulated prior to the meeting. There were no matters arising.

	3. CCG Finance Report
The contents of the paper were noted.  It was observed that no apparent savings requirement is sought from the Disabilities cluster of services, bar a £30,000 reduction with effect from financial year 2012-13. It was also noted that this reduction appears to take effect outside of the usual commissioning cycle for that cluster. The report was not explicit in establishing whether Domestic Abuse services will experience a 10% reduction, or whether these form part of the wider Socially Excluded cluster, from which as a whole 10% savings will be required.

	4. Strategic Review – Older Persons: 
The strategic review is not in a position to be progressed further until a viable way forward to achieve the county savings requirement has been established, which is likely to be after next week’s County Core Group. Jon Harris had earlier confirmed ROCC’s position re: the strategic review, namely that an up to date provider perspective could be provided at the Provider Forum scheduled for 20th June. There may well remain a need for decision sheets to be agreed and signed off. Simon will progress this as required with the relevant DCG members, although a specific meeting for this purpose may not necessarily be required.

	5. Options Report on Future of District Core Groups. 
The group considered the options outlined in the CG paper. Option 3 was decided upon as the preferred option; i.e. there to be no further formal DCG meetings, but that other mechanisms for consultation as necessary between the relevant stakeholders in respect to any decisions where agreement sought prior to a CCG meting. Jon Harris had prior to the meeting noted that there are varying views to this subject around the county. He confirmed that ROCC would look to continue to attend future meetings where its resources allow.
