RRR lesson plan





Age range:


Year 4








Suggested activities:


In this particular sequence of lessons for the narrative unit, Stories with historical settings, the text The Egyptian Cinderella is used. This activity could link with a history topic (Egypt), handwriting work (which focuses on the UNCRC) or a class artwork mosaic project. ICT (Google Earth) could be used to identify the route Cinderella took to Egypt. This lesson has a particular focus on RRR.


Introduction


Get the children to develop their writing skills by putting together a storybook, say for their African partner school in Kenya. In this lesson, the children will look at Rhodopis’ daily life in the story and try to explain her actions by thinking about how they would act in the same situation.  


Also look at the UNCRC.


By the end of the lesson, children will each have produced a note to Rhodopis that tries to help her realise for herself the situation she is in.


Discuss with your partner (or group): Why do you think we are doing this?�(See Whystorm activity sheet on website.)


Main teaching activity


In partners, or in (child-organised) groups of three, get the children to look at the UNCRC and decide which articles they think are the most important ones that Rhodopis should be aware of. When they agree, the children compose a short note to her to help her realise and understand that she is protected by this charter.


During this process the class teacher can discuss individual Articles and share ideas about importance by relating them to everyday examples that the children can relate to.


Plenary


Ask the groups to share their notes and discuss/debate if one right takes precedent over another for Rhodopis. Can the children agree?
