Suggested activities:


Introduction


Discuss Article 14 of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) – what do the children think about this article? Would it take precedent over any of the others that have been covered? Why/why not? Share thoughts.  


Explain to the children that in this lesson they will be describing their own responses to the concept of holy.


Ask the children to imagine a magic box – inside it is something holy. What can the pupils imagine is inside?


Discuss with your partner (or group): Why you think we are doing this?�(See Whystorm activity sheet on website.)


Main teaching activity


As described in the Hampshire Mary, Mother of God RE planning on the HIAS RE website:


“Allow time for quiet reflection, perhaps play quiet music. Ask pupils to sit quietly and consider things or people they would/might describe as holy. What other word might they use if holy is not right for them? Do they have objects that remind them of holy/special people?”


Introduce the idea of someone who was not allowed to think of holy or special people. If their right to choose religion was denied what would it mean to them? Can pupils think in someone else’s shoes?


Draw a picture of a person being denied what was in the magic box. What would they include in the picture to show other people that you think this is holy (or otherwise)? Invite pupils to share responses.


Can pupils explain why they consider something to be holy for themselves or others? What qualities does it have, or memories are evoked?


Plenary


Children present their ideas to the rest of the class and discuss how important it is for them to choose their own beliefs after the guidance of others.
