	Resources

	PSE: - To be able to discuss and debate a topical issue, problem or event. 
Geog: - Using Atlases & Globes, Locating places around the world, Describing the place & Recognise & explain patterns.
RRR: - Media Influence, own opinions, good enough standard of living.
	Have a selection of Fair Trade (FT) foods and the same products in Non Fair Trade (eg Choc, Coffee). Map where the FT foods come from. Why?  Look at comparative costs – which would you buy and why?  Discussion about what FT is.  Which of these FT products relates to St Lucia and Why?
	
	FT and non fair trade foods and prices.  Map of the world.

	PSE:- To be able to try and resolve a conflict outside of school by looking at alternatives, making decisions and explaining their choices, know resources can be allocated in different ways and these affect communities and the environment, to be able to identify how they could influence or change society within their community.
Geog:- 1D, 2c,2d,3c,3d,3e,3g,4b,5a covers interdependence, erosion & human influence, what St Lucia is like, damage to the environment, biodiversity, pollution, atlases and globe work.

RRR: - Media, opinions, standard of living, environment & best health care.
	Brain storm the people involved in the banana industry (owner, grower, workers, packers, drivers, port/ferry workers, ferry driver, UK dock workers, drivers, supermarkets, shops, buyer) then role play different scenarios. Cost of buyer to grower. Who should get the most money – who has the great expense in the chain? The children need to understand that because supermarkets buy in bulk they command the market price – small growers can’t supply massive amounts.

If St Lucia grows more crops – less rain forest, more chemicals, more workers, more work, more pollution, soil erosion, coral damage. Discussion of conflicting rights.

Geog:- interdependence, environment.
	As a class brain storm the fors and againsts for supermarkets and for the St Lucian growers. Link their ideas to the UNCRC.

	Split the class into 5 groups – 2 groups for Supermarkets, 2 for FT and one group as the panel who have the deciding vote.  Children have time to put their argument together using reports, Internet, and knowledge given out so far.

	Children to take part in a whole class debate – should we buy FT St Lucian bananas??
