2. Minutes of the last meeting and matters arising
Item 7 Progress of the Personal care at Home Bill. MR updated the meeting by saying that the LGA had considered the draft bill and believed there should be a consensus of debate  about this bill and not treat it like a political football.
3. Presentation on the YOT housing project
Jon introduced himself, as being seconded from ROCC to Wessex YOT, and explained that the team is a multi disciplinary team made up of  staff seconded from many agencies such as Connexions, Children’s Services, Health, Education, Catch 22 and others.

The aim of the YOT is to reduce re offending.  They provide a range of services to individuals including supporting access to training, education and employment, housing and substance misuse support.

JH would like to be YOT workers to be part of the Supported Housing Panel as a regular attendee, rather than as a referrer, as it is possible that they would have information of value to the meeting.

4. Supporting People update
TS gave an update on the Disabilities strategic review progress. There Strategic Review Information pack (SRIP) had been published and in addition there was an “easy read” version available. The current savings target was 6% but financial circumstances and possible political changes may have adverse effects on that figure. The main areas being looked at were hours per service user and service specifications.

TS  gave an update on the Domestic Abuse review (formally domestic violence). MR asked that both the issues of cross District and County border referrals and also those coming from the military side of the county be taken into consideration during the review. TS explained that  whilst the review was being done on a local basis due consideration was being given the overall county review which is being undertaken by Jude Ruddock-Atcherley..
TS gave a brief description of the new Family Intervention Program for Hart and Rushmoor and introduced the successful tenderer In Touch.

Ts introduced various papers including a briefing note on Personalisation.

5. ROCC Briefing
Isle of Wight.  Issues and history of Isle of Wight Supporting People programme were presented.
Local Strategic Engagement Project, this is working to evidence the value of Supporting People via CAP Gemini, looking at the how SP impacts positively on National Indicators.  Mike Ballard passed on Thanks to all who contributed to this piece of work.  This will be published on SITRA website shortly.
