2. Minutes of previous meeting of 6th December 2010 

Minutes accepted as a true record of the meeting held 
Matters arising from minutes of 6th September 2010
No matters discussed because of gap between meetings
3. Strategic review of Older Persons’ Services
CA summarised that the approach undertaken by the SP team for this review has involved developing the business case for future services in line with the identified strategic need. Due to the budget pressures within HCC a 17.5% savings target has been applied to this review. Discussions have been undertaken with each Housing Manager in both TV and Winchester on recommendations for future contracts. 
Strategic Recommendations for TV- CE summarised the recommendations that will be made to CCG. 

Strategic Recommendations for Winchester- TS summarised the recommendations that will be made to CCG

CA reported that a decision has been made to no longer fund community dispersed alarms and that funding of sheltered housing will be capped at £14.50 and OP floating support at £15.50. There is currently a wide discrepancy in hourly rates for this service. Sheltered housing providers are going to respond to the SP team within the nest few weeks to confirm whether they can provide services for this level of funding. CA and TS updated that if provides are unable to provide a continued service, the capacity of floating support contracts will be increased in these areas and some services will go out to tender .

Concerns were raised about the impact on the viability of Community Alarm Providers in the future if this funding is withdrawn, impact on older people and reaction to decision.
General feedback that it was a good approach to standardise hourly rates and charges for services.

IC requested that an impact view on providers is taken across the county and not just at a district level.

CA updated that future floating support services will be provided free for up to the first twelve weeks to allow service users in crisis to be supported and to achieve greater throughput and to attract service users previously put off using the service because of the current charging policy. IC supported this move as it fits well with Adult Services approach to crisis care and should be linked up to telecare services. 
Ts advised that future floating support services will include in reach into hospitals to support older people who are due to discharged from hospital.

There will be opportunity for reinvestment of approx. £640,000 as a result of the additional savings that have been taken out of this service review. The CCG will agree a bidding process by which these funds can be allocated.
4. Paper- Options Report on future of DCG
Paper was circulated on options report of DCG and general discussion about all options.
General consensus in support for Option 1, to leave things as they are and continue to hold quarterly DCG meetings.
5. CCG Paper- Performance Management Report
Paper was circulated and no issues concerning services in TV and Winchester to highlight.
6. Services for Ex-Offenders 2011/12
TS updated that the existing SARBS contracts were extended for one year following a challenge by the You Trust. These two services are currently out to tender and new contracts will commence April 2012.
