Introduction


Here we have some data from our partner school in Kenya. In this lesson, we are developing our data handling skills. By the end of the lesson we should be able to answer a question by using, collecting and presenting data. What do you know about data handling already? Discuss and share your thoughts.  


Discuss with your partner (or group): Why do you think we are doing this?�(See Whystorm activity sheet on website.)


What questions would you like to find out?  


Main teaching activity


There will be responses that can be linked to exploring the similarities and differences between pupils’ own favourite foods and those of their partner class. One example could be:


Do the children in your partner class have the same favourite foods as the children in your own class? If so, why do you think that is? If not, why not?  


Establish the question and then allow the children to investigate. They should produce a bar-chart (or variation) for their own class and their partner class.


The children are responsible for planning and carrying out their own data collection and the teacher’s role is to facilitate the development of individuals’ skills within the activity of the task. Some may need to be shown (or prompted) how to tally. Some might be directed into representing their findings as, for example, pie charts. Some pupils might use information and communication technology (ICT) to present their findings and need input from the class teacher – it would all depend on the class teacher’s focus group for that lesson.


Plenary


Share the charts and compare alongside each other.


What conclusions can the children draw?


To conclude, show the class a bar chart with only one column showing burgers and ask them which article(s) of the United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC) are being broken if you were only ever being given burgers as your food. Listen to responses, and if necessary explain and refer to Article 24 of UNCRC.
