Suggested activities:


Family album has lots of photos which show diversity in everyday situations. Most of them can be used in a RRR context. (In the pack there are plenty of other suggested activities which highlight issues and values.)


Interrogating photographs


Affix a photo to a larger blank sheet and have groups suggest answers to questions such as:


are any rights being met in the photo?


do any rights appear to be under threat?


what responsibilities do people in the photo have towards each other?


do they have responsibilities to people elsewhere – to us even?


Ideas, comments and questions can be scribed around the photo, or speech and thought bubbles devised which illustrate the rights and responsibilities under discussion.


Groups can show others their photos without their responses and ask what they think before revealing and discussing what they have suggested.


Do new ideas alter how the group thinks about the photo?


The photos from school life (including the classroom) offer opportunities to be more specific about the same questions in real school situations.


However, ensure that everyone understands that the point of using photos is so that we can look at things that happen without blaming others.


We talk things through and see what might be done together.


What is happening? (What does it mean for the person/people involved?)


Should something different be happening? (What are the options? What is the best option?)


How can we ensure that a better option does happen? (What action can we take?)


Who has the responsibility to make that happen? (Does one person have all the responsibility for action?)


As the rights-respecting culture develops, children can use photos (or video) as one way to explore trouble spots which have been identified. These can be used to raise awareness and gather suggestions for alternatives.


They will need to develop a code of conduct regarding appropriate uses of the camera, and people’s consent.


Further ideas


Keep feedback about school life situations to refer to when developing school and class charters.
