
Some of the most celebrated names in British history are linked with Hampshire. From inspired writers 
to explorers, naturalists, engineers and famous kings and queens, Hampshire has a wealth of fascinating 
attractions connected with the great and the good. 

With our first rate facilities and easy accessibility to major routes we’ll be happy to help you and your 
group discover more about our great pioneers. Why not begin with a literary trail, at the house where 
Jane Austen wrote some of her most famous books. In the attractive 17th century home in Chawton 
where she lived for eight years you can see the table that Jane worked at as well as her jewellery and 
needlework and first editions of her novels. In Portsmouth, you can also visit the small terraced house 
where Charles Dickens was born in 1812, which has been restored, furnished and decorated in the 
style of the period. 

Hampshire was also the birthplace of Britain’s most famous nurse, Florence Nightingale. Many visitors 
make a pilgrimage to Florence’s grave in the pretty churchyard at St Margaret’s Church, East Wellow.  
At the Reverend Gilbert White’s House, in Selborne, find out about the man known as England’s first 
ecologist, who lived at the house from 1720 to 1793 and documented the flora and fauna of his garden 
and the surrounding countryside. The house is also home to the Oates Museum, which celebrates the 
life of Victorian explorer Frank Oates and of Captain Lawrence Oates, who accompanied Scott on the 
ill-fated 1911 expedition to the South Pole.  

For a colourful family history incorporating an Egyptian curse, and horse racing, visit the magnificent 
stately home of Highclere Castle, near Newbury, associated with the Herbert family, ancestors of 
the Earls of Carnarvon. At Breamore Manor House, near Fordingbridge, you can trace the history 
of 18th century Royal physician Sir Edward Hulse and experience the daily life of 17th century in the 
Countryside Museum.   

Winchester was once the capital of England and you can trace the city’s great heritage in Winchester 
Cathedral and the Winchester Great Hall. The Great Hall, all that remains of Winchester Castle, 
is the finest of the 13th century Gothic halls and is home to the magnificent Round Table from the 
Arthurian legends. The Round Table lists the names of Arthur’s 24 knights and was said in Sir Thomas 
Malory’s tale Morte D’Arthur to be a wedding gift to King Arthur from Guinevere’s father. Alongside the 
Great Hall, you can also visit Queen Eleanor’s Garden, a recreation of a medieval herb garden named 
after Queen Eleanor of Provence, wife of Henry III, and her daughter in law Queen Eleanor of Castile. 

At Winchester Cathedral you can trace the history of powerful bishops such as William of Wykeham, 
twice Chancellor of England and founder of Winchester College and New College Oxford, or see Jane 
Austen’s tomb or the place where Mary Tudor married King Philip of Spain. 

At Southsea Castle, built by Henry VIII in 1544 to protect England from invaders, an amazing ‘Time 
Tunnel’ takes visitors on a dramatic journey through the castle’s history.  Also in Southsea, the D-Day 
Museum tells the moving story of the D-day landings and the brave men and women who helped to 
turn the tide of the Second World War. At the museum don’t miss the stunning Overlord Embroidery, 
a commemoration of the D-Day story by artist Sandra Lawrence. The largest work of its kind in the 
world, and inspired by the Bayeux Tapestry

Florence Nightingale’s Grave
St. Margaret’s Church, East Wellow, Romsey

The most famous nurse in the world was brought 
up at the family home nearby (now a private school) 
and buried in the churchyard.  Her memorial stone 
simply reads, “F.N. Born 15 May 1820 – Died 13 
August 1910.  There is a special annual service 
of remembrance and thanksgiving held at St. 
Margaret’s church on the second Sunday in May 
to commemorate her life and work, followed by a 
short wreath laying service at her memorial in the 
churchyard.

Directions:  Take the A27 from Romsey towards 
Sherfi eld English, take a left signposted, “The 
Wellows,” and the church is signposted from this 
road.  In the Church porch there is a sign indicating 
where her memorial is located.
