Suggested activities:


Large-size children’s poster display


For any right, make a notice board-sized poster using paint or drawing and/or montage. You could slice off the text at the top and bottom of the poster so it becomes a resource to be used in the display. Children can plan the input. It might include newspaper and magazine cuttings, added drawing and painting, slogans/captions/speech bubbles and thought bubbles, quotes, local photography and an accompanying soundscape composed by children and/or a recorded explanation (as art galleries sometimes provide).





Drawing round


Take one of the rights posters and tack it to the centre of a large notice board or onto large sheets of card taped together. The children draw round the image or add a montage to show their impression of situations where rights have been denied, and to express alternatives where positive change occurs.
