	Stage and objective of understanding
	· Learn how musical sounds can be manipulated into effective, predictable patterns and structures to reflect simple contexts; by 

· Learning how to use patterns of sound to create a specific mood for a defined but basic expressive purpose


	Context

(matched to stage of understanding)


	Learning how music is used to enhance the visual images and dramatic impact of film by creating separate sections of music that reflect the basic emotion of particular scenes. These enhance the response of the audience to the core message of the drama.

	Conventions, processes and devices
(matched to stage of understanding)
	Learning how film music uses:

· sound effects
· synchronous sounds
· background mood music 
· melodic motifs to enhance character representation
· simple story-boarding (within a single sequence)  


	Focus of practical experience
	Composing – producing and extending musical ideas

	Features of musical elements


	Timbre: learning how specific timbres and instrumental / vocal effects can be manipulated to create expressive impact


	Development of skills
	Composing: learning how to combine expressive melodic motifs with other patterns of sounds to create a section of music with an identifiable mood or character


	Expected outcome of understanding

(related to context and conventions and how it will be demonstrated in practical work)


	Pupils will show their understanding of how film music fits together, and can identify how the music works to convey a simple but defined emotional message. They produce effective, patterned music that matches the intentions of a particular film scene. The music will convey a defined mood, without developing significantly to reflect details of character development. All pupils will be starting to develop this understanding; some will be secure in their understanding; and a few will be starting to move beyond this understanding

	Expected outcome of knowledge and skills
(for all, some,           a few pupils)
	Element(s)

All pupils will understand that altering the timbre of a given sound can change its expressive impact
Some pupils will understand how to change a particular timbre from a given instrument (or voice) to enhance the ‘message’ of the music
A few pupils will be able to create new timbres that convey particular meaning for a particular purpose
Skill(s)

All pupils will be able to create a motif to represent an idea
Some pupils will be able to combine this motif with other musical patterns to create a defined sense of mood 
A few pupils will be able to combine and relate motifs to demonstrate character relationships within a scene of film music


There is no defined sequence of learning for this unit yet. This will be the focus for the next stage of the planning process.
