For both understanding of elements and development of skills, this defines the specific expectation of learning - for all, some and a few pupils





This combines the knowledge of the conventions with the practical experience to demonstrate overall understanding: is pupils’ understanding starting to develop, secure or perhaps starting to develop beyond this stage? 





Intended learning for knowledge and skills. These go beyond ‘Pitch’ or ‘Composing’ and detail the specific points of learning pupils will need to acquire in order to access the intended understanding. They will be ‘on the edge’ of pupils’ current learning or ability








Conventions define the sounds, devices and ways of making music that when combined create a unique and immediately identifiable sound world. They are at the heart of intended learning for musical understanding. The conventions drive this learning, supported by a practical experience that will have a performing, composing or listening and appraising focus. 





This defines what the music is for – its purpose, intended effect on audience; what the roles of performers, composers and audience are for this type of music; the function of the music in society, etc.











This defines the depth of musical understanding that will be developed across the unit 





What is the main practical experience that will most likely enable pupils to develop the learning identified above? Ensemble performing? Composing? Improvising? Singing? 





Aim for just one or two detailed features of elements and one or two skills. This provides a real focus not only for learning objectives, but also for learning outcomes and the whole assessment process.





These define the activities that will enable pupils to develop each aspect of learning identified by the unit’s overall sequence of learning.








This defines the most appropriate order for pupils to acquire those key aspects of learning that will lead to the units’ intended learning outcomes. It articulates how learning will build over the course of the unit in the most logical way.
