Suggested activities:


At some point in teaching against violence, cruelty and abuse, it is well worth pupils of all ages gaining a clear idea of where they, or anyone they know, might turn, and what support is available in school, the community and our wider society.


Identify together what can be done by children who face violence.


What can they do?


Where can they turn?


What is the school’s role and responsibility?


Are there particular responsibilities among adults (and peer support) within the school?


What outside agencies can help (NSPCC, Childline, Children’s Services)?


Devise a guide for children facing violence and aggression. Using a regular rhythm (We will rock you, by Queen, for instance), pupils can devise slogans about violence and aggression to chant. They can build up a bank of rhythmic phrases to say “no” to violence and abuse.


Use UNICEF poster 9 – Please don’t hurt me. Use still images centred around a pupil-actor to explain what it is he is afraid of. Devise alternative scenarios using oral narrative or    slow-motion mime to suggest how this child can stand up and live again free from fear.
