	You and a friend start a new school. Hardly anyone speaks your language. Two children at the school hear you talking together and start laughing at how you speak.

Suggested activities:


Model using one scenario with the whole class.


What is happening? (What does it mean for the person/people involved?)


What should happen next? (What are the options? What is the best option?)


Who has the responsibility to make that happen? (Does one person have all the responsibility?)


Ensure that everyone understands that the point of using scenarios is so that we can look at things that happen without naming names or pointing the finger at others … .


We talk things through and see what might be done together.


Let children try their own investigation using one from the list.


Subsequently they can identify and investigate scenarios of their choice.


Further ideas


Keep feedback about school life situations to refer to when developing class charters.


Use forum theatre techniques to act out scenarios, allowing the audience to stop and direct the action in order to illustrate alternative behaviours and outcomes.


Develop this kind of work using more Philosophy for Children (P4C) techniques.
