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Road network monitoring in Hampshire

The County Council aims to provide timely, accurate traffic and travel information.  Warning the travelling public in advance of problems on the road network enables them to make informed decisions about their mode, route and time of travel, helping to spread demand across the network.

Closed circuit television (CCTV)
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Traffic Monitoring using Closed Circuit Television (CCTV) cameras is the most effective and immediate method of obtaining accurate information about the current status of the road network. 

Live images are transmitted to the Traffic and Travel Information Centre 

(TTIC) where operators monitor them carefully.  Great care is taken in the selection of CCTV sites in order to give maximum road network coverage.  Operators can then pinpoint congestion and often determine the cause.  In some circumstances TTIC operators can take direct action to remedy or pre-empt traffic problems.  More often they will help prevent delays from worsening by disseminating the information widely, allowing the travelling public time to change route, time of travel or mode of transport.
Urban Traffic Control (UTC)

The UTC system sensors are not only used to control traffic signals, but also to provide up to the minute information about the traffic flow and occupancy to operators in the TTIC.  The information is accessible either as a graphical representation on a map, or through messages generated by the UTC system.
