RRR lesson plan

Suggested activities:


This activity could be used as a linked lesson, registration activity, or an independent activity.


Teacher to choose a good local, national or international newspaper article (could be linked to a topic being studied, or a local issue).


Read the newspaper article together. Can the children identify whether it is a local, national or international report? Why – how do they know? (Literacy links)


Plot/discuss the country and continent that the article has taken place in. This could be linked to continents, map work, travelling abroad, different climates/cultures and ways of life if you wanted to extend the activity. (Geography links)


The discussion of the activity links to global citizenship. How are the people living there affected, and, just because something has happened in another country, does it affect us in the UK?


Can the children research and debate the article?


Does someone have the responsibility to support and help out? Why? (Link to United Nations Convention on the Rights of the Child (UNCRC))


Is the report bias? How has the media presented the information?


Could voluntary or community groups help out?


Can the children use imagination to understand these people’s experience?


Is there any way of resolving this issue?


Who benefits from the help?


If you wanted to extend this further, the children could debate different ways of supporting or helping out. They could also write persuasive letters, diary extracts, recounts or reports related to the article.


Feed back as a class and discuss the UNCRC links and the children’s views about the article.
