Week 1

You will need a bag with objects to represent basic ‘needs’
— family (dolls?), food item, water bottle, home/shelter, toy,
medicine, and items to represent ‘wants’ — CD, PS2
game...

Children think about what they would pack if they were
going fo move to a new world — what would they need to
take in order to live and grow up? Note on white boards?
Show what you have in your bag - discuss what it stands
for? Would they need it in their new world? Is it important
to all children?

Can use set of photos (1,2,3,6,14,15) and attach labels for
each need

Do they have all these things? should all children have
these things? these are RIGHTS.

To build self confidence

Week 2

game - fruit bowl — label children alternately ‘oranges’ or
‘lemons’; call out ‘oranges’ or ‘lemons’ and those children
have to change places; ‘fruit basket’ — all change!

In pairs — 2 mins to talk about hobbies, each partner
reports back on others hobbies

discuss - why is it important to find out about other people.
Why are these things important?

What am |? Each child to say something positive about
themselves eg | am boy — David

Game “fun with jelly” — mime removing a green jelly like
substance from their faces, call name of someone else in
the circle and throw it to them; that child repeats until all
have had a go.

Week 3

Game - fruit basket

Each child to explain why they have friends and why they
need friends

Round - ‘friends should share....with each other'

Think of what they have that they don't share very well but
are trying to share

Pass a smile, hug, handshake
