A pupil’s view on her E-Learning experience

E-learning is a simple and easy way of keeping up with school work without leaving your home. It’s a virtual classroom with everything you need. So you don't miss out on anything if you can't attend school for whatever reason. It works by connecting to the Internet. 

Just like attending actual school, there is a teacher in e-learning. The teacher has total control of the lesson. They can see what you’re doing; they can talk to you using  a headset which they and every student wear in the lesson. This way everyone can hear and talk to each other. They can also interact with each other in other ways. Such as using a whiteboard, doing quizzes and web browsers. To do this the you have to have the floor (floor basically means you’re in control). The person with the floor can launch any one of these. There's also text chat which any one can use through out the lesson to send any message they would like. 

You'll first meet in the registration class so the teacher can keep a record of attendance, just like any school. Then you'll all go to a different room for that day’s lesson, so it’s almost as if you really were in school moving from classroom to classroom in the physical environment. It sometimes feels so real I forget I’m at home on a computer.

You log on a couple times a day for an hour with an hour and a half break in between. I attend e-learning three times a week for the hours above. But it’s not the same for everyone. You can attend more or less as you need to for as long as you need. 

E-learning teaches you the three basic subjects,  English, Maths and Science; but that’s not all you can also choose to sign up to learn other things. For example e-learning already teaches you basic I.T. skills by being in the computer, but you could improve your I.T. skills further by doing a C.L.A.I.T.  course with e-learning. It’s also good for socializing because you get to meet and talk to new people and possibly make new friends. Again just like attending school.

E-learning is also a good way of improving on confidence.  Simply by improving on old skills you gain in confidence in that particular area and it gives you new skills to take on new challenges.
