At Tavistock we aim to be a Rights Respecting School. This means
that we:

v Learn about the United Nations Convention for the Rights of
the child.

v Understand that we all have a right to learn and be happy.

v Treat each other with respect.

v Remember that it is our responsibility to look after ourselves,
each other and our school.

v Remember the things we have agreed to do to help us all to
achieve happily together.

v' Stand up for our rights and those of others.

At playtime

So we all have the responsibility to:

v Keep the playground safe.

Play carefully so we don't hurt anyone.
Speak kindly to each other.
Help the playground friends to do their job well.
Keep the playground clean by putting rubbish in the bins.

Remember how we have agreed to use the climbing equipment.
Respect each others feelings, especially if we are feeling cross.
Understand that sometimes the right to playtime might be lost if we take
other people's right to a happy playtime away from them.
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
