RRR/Literacy Lesson Plan




The Rainbow Fish

Rights Respect Responsibility/Literacy

Objectives:

· To understand that everyone is different; that they are unique

· To show respect for others’ and their feelings

Speaking & Listening Objectives:

· Y2 T1 Obj 16 Drama – to adopt appropriate roles in small or large groups and consider alternative courses of action 

· Y3 T3 Obj 35 Group discussion and interaction – to use the language of possibility to investigate and reflect on feelings, behaviour or relationships

Lesson ideas

· Read whole story

· Brainstorm feelings of Little Blue Fish/ Rainbow Fish etc at various points in story

· Use convention – identify articles which look at child’s uniqueness – articles 2,7,8,12,13,14,29,& 30

· Y2 - use paired role play activities to develop and reflect on characters’ thoughts and feelings – focus on children’s contributions and check that the role play includes all children and helps them to understand the different feelings of the characters
· Y2 - use pair and group role play to explore alternative endings

· Y3 – children discuss how to talk about things which might happen; group discussion on different endings ; appoint a spokesperson for each group to report back on their discussion – focus on paired discussion to ensure that children explore a variety of possibilities – not just a ‘right’ answer; check children organise themselves to take turns in group discussion – ensure they can appoint a spokesperson.
Outcomes of discussion/role play could lead to:

·  telling an alternative ending
· writing another episode
· writing a poem about feelings
· class discussion on being unique
· class discussion on alternative endings
· performance of role-play/drama for class to share ideas
· play scripts
· reader’s theatre
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
