What might this boy be doing?


Now you see the photo in full:


-  what has happened?


-  what is in his mind, do you think?


Is he an Iraqi boy?


-  Does that make it less sad?


-  Does that make it more sad?


-  Does that make it as sad as it would be for any child?


Iraqi refugees are ordinary children


What is happening here? Following on from the Using drama to introduce an Article lesson plan which used Shirley Hughes’s illustration for Article 38 from UNICEF’s For every child (ISBN: 978-0099408659, 2002), these children are refugees in Iraq because their homes were bombed out. How does a real photo compare with the illustration? Perhaps it is the power of art to bring thought and feeling into one place, whereas photographed refugee children are just that – children.
