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Variable Message Signs (VMS) in Hampshire

Operators working in the Traffic and Travel Information Centre (TTIC) disseminate traffic and travel information using a number of mechanisms.  One of these, VMS (Variable Message Signs) are used to provide relevant, up-to-date information about incidents, congestion or car park occupancy to drivers en-route.

Car park signs
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The car park monitoring system collects occupancy data for car parks which is then transmitted to the VMS on the inbound routes to the car parks.  Drivers can choose in advance which car park to head for based on the number of spaces showing as available on the VMS, thereby reducing queuing and circulating traffic in congested urban centres.
