WORKING WITH DEPARTMENTS AND THE UNCRC

The objects of this game are to:

· stimulate ideas for integrating aspects of the UNCRC into the curriculum of different departments
· to provide the basis of discussion for linking between departments in promoting RR work in schools
This game can be offered to a variety of audiences, including RRSA steering groups, students, SL teams, Heads of Department /Faculty or individual teachers from a variety of curriculum areas.

How to present the game

Offer each member of the participating group a card and a copy of the UNCRC.

Ask each member to try to design an activity that addresses rights issues that might be addressed, matters of personal or social responsibility and potential participatory actions that might be taken to address the issues raised.
Advise the group that they will be invited to feedback ideas after 5 to 10 minutes.

Invite group members to feed back ideas – and record, as many are likely to be creative!

At this stage, the group may begin to suggest that some of the ideas suggested by individuals are complementary. If is not the case, simply ask the group whether any of the suggestions – and therefore departments – might usefully work together.
