	1. To know the difference between a want and a need.
	Give out the wants and needs cards – look & discuss, what four could be missing? Fill in the blank cards. The children now have to disregard 8 cards – which 8 and why? Then disregard 10 more. Should suggest needs & wants – discuss which 6 each group have left. Explain why the UN Children’s Charter was formed.

	2. To know what the UN Rights of the Child Charter is. To know who the UN Charter is aimed at.
	Give the children a copy of the Charter in pairs, discuss children’s views & opinions of Charter. What does it mean for them – relate to last lesson. Get the children to categorise each article into themselves, family, school, community.
	
	Categorise the Right sheet (Individual sheet each but work in groups. Charter UNRCC

	3. To help the children understand that if they have rights they also have responsibilities.
	Discuss what a Right is & what Responsibility means. I have the right to drive – I have the responsibility to maintain my car and make sure I’m legal. Hand out the Rights cards – get the children to write the responsibilities that go with each card. Discuss answers, give children responsibility cards for them to check if they were correct.

	4. To be able to demonstrate an understanding of responsibilities and rights in action.
	Look at the cartoon – read through and discuss. What are the problems? What are the right of the characters? What responsibilities do they also have? Children to write the end. Relate to lessons 2 & 3.
